Festal Eucharist & Renewal of Baptismal Vows 
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The Paschal Candle stands at the front of the 
sanctuary with an alpha and omega signifying 
the beginning and end of all things, nails, and 
the year of the most recent Easter. The Paschal 
Candle was lit at the Easter Vigil with the first 
flames of resurrection. Through the year, the 
Paschal Candle is lit for baptisms, funerals, 
marriages, ordinations—and all through the 50 
days of Easter. 

We sing a wide range of hymns: ancient 
hymns with text in Latin, hymns from the 
Renaissance and Classical period, favorites 
from all ages, hymns set to familiar classical 
pieces, chants, Gospel hymns, and new hymns 
from modern composers. We have several 
hymnals, but the blue hymnal, Hymnal 1982, 
is the most commonly used at St. Andrew’s. 

“Service music” (music for the Gloria, 
Sanctus, and other parts sung as part of the 
liturgy) are found in the first part of the blue 
hymnal and have the letter S in front of the 
number. Service music becomes very familiar 
over time, and many people have memorized 
the most commonly used tunes or “settings.” 

The Book of Common Prayer (BCP) is the 
source for our prayers, psalms, and worship. 
The first BCP was put together under the 
direction of Thomas Cranmer in 1549. Our 
current edition (1979) has prayers and words 
from that first prayerbook. When we worship, 
we join Christians through the ages and 
throughout the world. The BCP is updated 
occasionally by a Church-wide commission. 

The Liturgy of the Word is the first half of 
the service. It recounts God’s mighty acts in 
history are recalled through scripture and 
applied to our lives in the sermon.  

The second act of the drama will be the 
Liturgy of the Table. 

The service begins with an Entrance Hymn, 
and the Opening Acclamation. The Entrance 
Hymn is a time for all the voices of the 
congregation to join as one to prepare to begin 
the work of the people together, so that by the 
time of the opening words of the service, we 
may respond as one gathered community.

The service continues with a Song of Praise. 
The Gloria in Excelsis, “Glory to God in the 
highest,” centers the service on praise for God 
whom we gather to praise in our worship. 

Next follows the Collect of the Day. A 
“collect” is a prayer that is offered on behalf of 
all, a prayer that “collects” the prayers of all 
spoken in the voice of the person leading 
worship. The Collect of the Day is a prayer 
written for the seasons of the church year and 
it often summarizes the themes of the 
scripture readings assigned for that day.  

Reading and commenting on scripture dates 
back to the earliest centuries in the Church. 
Following the pattern of Jewish synagogue 
worship, readings follow a set pattern for what 
will be read when. This is known as a 
“lectionary.” The Christian communities 
began to add letters of Paul and others to their 
service. It was these readings that over time 
became our New Testament. Our usual 
pattern is to read a portion of the Hebrew 
Bible (Old Testament), followed by a Psalm 
and then a reading from a New Testament 
epistle, or letter. The final reading, mandated 
at every Eucharist, is a passage from one of the 
four Gospels. 

Our response of “Thanks be to God” 
acknowledges that we have heard the reading 
and are thankful for the Word of God. This 
response is appropriate following passages of 
harsh judgment as well as grace-filled scripture: 
both call our attention to our work at hand, 
our challenges, and the gifts we are given to do 
this work.

The Psalter is the oldest part of the Book of 
Common Prayer and contains all emotions 
human beings experience. In our liturgy, the 
Psalm is a response to the First Reading.

The congregation has special 
responses before and after the reading of the 
Gospel, which also gives honor to these sacred 
texts.

Sermons or homilies are commentary on 
Bible passages that explain and apply them 
to our lives. 
 
Having someone comment on the scriptures 
read goes back to the earliest days of 
Christianity and to the Jewish synagogue 
worship which preceded it. Preaching was 
rare during the Middle Ages, but was put 
back into a place of honor in the 
reformation of the Church in the 1500s. 
Since 1549, a sermon has been required at 
every Eucharist service. 
 
The four Gospels—Matthew, Mark, Luke, 
and John—are the key Christian scriptures, 
recounting the life, deeds, and words of 
Jesus.

Most of the year, the Confession and 
Absolution come after the Prayers of the 
People. The season of Easter, however, is one 
time when we may choose to omit the 
Confession, rejoicing in God’s grace and 
forgiveness. 

In the early centuries of the Christian Church, 
unbelievers could not share the Peace. Only 
those who were baptized Christians could 
share “the kiss of peace.” Today we shake 
hands or hug those with us, regardless of 
baptism. There are no set words to use in 
greeting each other, but “Peace,” “God’s 
peace,” and “Peace be with you” are all 
commonly used. 

 
This second act of the Liturgy begins with the 
Offertory. Here we give back to God from the 
gifts God has given us. In the early centuries of 
the church, Christians brought bread and 
wine with them. What was needed in the 
service was consecrated for use, while the rest 
of the bread and wine was set aside for 
deacons to take to the poor in the area. Today, 
a portion of our offering continues to help 
people in need around our community and 
around the world. 
 
During the Offertory Anthem, the Table or 
Altar is prepared for Eucharist, also called 
Communion, the Lord’s Supper, the Mass, 
the Great Thanksgiving. The water and wine 
are mingled in the chalice, as was the practice 
with Jewish table wine. It reminds us of the 
blood and water that poured from Jesus’ side 
after his death on the cross. There is powerful 
symbolism is mixing the wine (Jesus) with a 
little splash of water (us) in this great 
Communion. 
 
The words of the Sursum Corda (Latin for 
“Lift up your hearts”) are some of the most 
ancient of our liturgy. As we lift up our hearts 
and join in the song of heaven, we enter the 
Eucharistic feast not with God coming down 
to us, for God is already here. Through our 
prayers of thanks, we are lifted up to the 
realms of the saints, and it is there that we join 
in their hymn of praise.

Some of the words of the Great Thanksgiving 
are the same at every Eucharist. But some of 
them, the section called the Proper Preface, 
change throughout the year according to the 
themes of the season.  
 
A common posture for Christian prayer in the 
early Church was standing. Standing was seen 
as a mark of respect, honor, and Easter joy. 
The Council of Nicea (c.325) prescribed that, 
on Sundays and during the Easter Season, 
prayers should always be offered while 
standing, rather than while kneeling. You are 
invited to stand for the entire Eucharistic 
prayer or you may kneel after the Sanctus 
(“Holy, holy, holy”). 

When we gather together we remember Jesus. 
Through repeating the words and actions of 
Jesus’ last meal with his disciples, we ourselves 
join the story and make it our own. 

We don’t just watch the drama or listen to it 
unfold, but we enter into the story as we too 
take the bread and wine and eat and drink. 
Though they remain ordinary bread and wine, 
the elements of communion become the 
outward signs of inward grace. That grace or 
gift from God is Jesus’ real presence in the 
Eucharist through the power of the Holy 
Spirit. The real presence of Christ is a full 
statement of our belief in God as a Trinity of 
persons. 

This real presence is not the result of a magical 
incantation on the part of the celebrant. No 
set of words makes Eucharist happen. It is the 
whole action taken together that effects the 
Eucharist: the gathered community of faith 
remembering Jesus’ last meal with his disciples 
and calling on the Holy Spirit to transform the 
gifts of bread and wine into spiritual food and 
drink.

For the Easter Season, it is customary to stand through the Great Thanksgiving. 

The Celebrant continues  

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for 
yourself, and, when we had fallen into sin and become subject to evil 
and death, you, in your mercy, sent Jesus Christ, your only and eternal 
Son, to share our human nature, to live and die as one of us, to 
reconcile us to your saints into the joy of your eternal kingdom. 

On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our Lord 
Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had given thanks to you, he 
broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, "Take, eat: This is my 
Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me." 

After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, 
he gave it to them, and said, "Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of 
the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for the 
forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the 
remembrance of me." 

Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith: 

Celebrant and People 
Christ has died. 
Christ is risen. 
Christ will come again. 
 
We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this 
sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving. Recalling his death, resurrection, 
and ascension, we offer you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Holy 
Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son, the holy 
food and drink of new and unending life in him. Sanctify us also+ that 
we may faithfully receive this holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, 
constancy, and peace; and at the last day bring us with all your saints 
into the joy of your eternal kingdom. 
 
 
 



 
 
 
Jesus’ disciples once asked him how to pray. 
He told them to use the words we now know 
as the Lord’s Prayer. The link between our 
daily bread and the spiritual food we receive in 
the Eucharist is an ancient connection. In the 
Lord’s Prayer we ask for “daily bread” meaning 
the things we need to get through each day. 
But as a part of that, the bread also symbolizes 
God’s presence, which is something that is 
also essential to our getting through the day. 

There are four actions in the Eucharist: the 
bread is blessed, the wine is blessed, the bread 
is broken, the wine and bread are offered to 
all.  

The bread is received by placing your right 
hand over your left and extending it to the 
priest. You may then either eat the bread at 
once and then partake of the wine, guiding the 
chalice to your lips, or you may hold the bread 
to dip it in the wine. Dipping the bread in the 
wine and consuming them together is called 
intinction.  

You may receive either bread, or wine, or 
both, to have fully celebrated Communion. 

Anyone who does not wish to receive 
Communion may come forward for a blessing. 
If you do wish to come forward for a blessing, 
please cross your arms over your chest in an 
“X” to signify your intention. If you do not 
wish to come forward, you may remain in your 
seat.

The priest or bishop says a blessing at the end 
of the service just before sending the people 
out into the world. The blessing is a 
pronouncement of God’s love and favor, 
something to carry into the world as we work 
to bring a reign of love, mercy, and justice. 
 
 
The Dismissal charges us to “Go in peace to 
love and serve the Lord.” It reminds us that we 
come to the Holy Table for the strength, 
wisdom, and courage to take the message of 
God’s love and call to service into a hurting 
world. The Eucharist is therefore not an 
exclusive gathering that separates us from the 
world, but a challenge to reach out beyond our 
own church to the world around us. 

Post-Communion Prayer prayed together  

Let us pray. 
 
Eternal God, heavenly Father, you have graciously accepted us as 
living members of your Son our Savior Jesus Christ, and you have fed 
us with spiritual food in the Sacrament of his Body and Blood.
